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This invitation certainly cause a little stir with me and my mail-art friends, some of whom are always asking themselves the same question and some of whom (me included) don’t give the death of mail art a second thought. When is it mail-art and when is it just mail? I get a lot of mail which is just mail, ill conceived, hastily done, badly executed with little or no redeeming value. Stuff, if you will. But mail-art is communication meant to provoke a reaction in the recipient and it succeeds in starting a two-way dialogue feedback loop of sending a receiving often over a great distance. Real mail-art is rare these days. But it’s not the life/death of a particular medium which defines mail-art as alive or not. Mail-art as a medium subsumes all mediums. The network is eternal, Robert Filliou and George Brecht said that and I think the fete permanente continues today. Mediums may come and go but mail art will always survive as long as there communicating to do so.
